Course Description

Latin I is an introduction to the study of the Latin language and Greco-Roman
culture. The course encourages students to learn basic functions of the language,
become familiar with some elements of the culture, and increase their understanding
of English.

Integration of other disciplines, with special
emphasis on English Language Arts, is ongoing throughout the course.
